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Another Triumph Birthday

Happy Birthday Triumph Spitfire!  60 years ago, 
this year.  It seems like thatõs all Iõve heard 

recently and itõs indeed worthy of celebration.  
However, as the commercial says, òBut wait, 
thereõs more!ó 

 

This year is also the 60th anniversary of my 
favorite Triumph ð the TR3B.  Like Rodney 
Dangerfield, we get no respect, and nobody 
noticed!  Here are some details: 

 

 

First of all, the production TR3B was not the same 
as the òTR3 Betaó (Above) which was an 
experimental version of the TR3A except with a 
2.2-liter engine, all-synchro gearbox, a wider 

track like the TR4, (which necessitated bulbous 
wings to cover the wheels), rack & pinion steering, 
a special front grille, and unique front and rear 
bumper assemblies.  Notice that the front parking 
lights are in the wings.  Production did not 

materialize, however, and only 2 to 5 were built, 
depending on whom you believe.  This was probably 

because the Triumph sales department believed 
that an entirely new body was really needed to 
replace the TR3A in addition to the mechanical 

improvements.  However, the plot soon thickened. 

 

Following the introduction of the TR4 in the fall 

of 1961, Triumphõs North American distributors 
concluded that there would still be a demand for a 
classically styled sidescreen two-seater alongside 
the more òluxuriousó TR4.  There appear to be 3 
main reasons: 

 

1. The sidescreen car was cheaper to build, was 
lighter with better gas mileage, and thus was 
easier to sell. 

2. Too few TR4õs were being produced in early 
1962 to satisfy the North American demand.  
Some dealers literally had no cars to sell. 

3. It was believed that a slightly different 
market would be attracted to the cut-down 

door model rather than the more sophisticated 
TR4.  It was too modern, they said, still 
remembering the great crest of TR3A sales in 
the late 50õs.  Included in this market would be 
the competition-minded people.  Again, more 

cars could be sold. 

 

The North American dealers were so influential 
that they got their way.  The production of these 
TR3Bõs could not be made in Coventry since the 
TR4õs were already in production there.  The 

Forward Radiator Company was chosen as the 
manufacturing location and the body tooling was 
sent there from Mulliners, the former body 
builders. 

 

The first series were numbered TSF1L to 
TSF530Land were identical to the TR3Aõs except 
for the all new TR4 style all-synchro gearbox.  
Production began in March 1962 and continued to 

September 1962.  The engines remained at

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1991cc.  Interestingly, the last 29 of these TSF 
chassis were not made into TR3Bõs at all but were 

sent to Vignale in Italy to become Triumph 

Italias. 

 

The second series of TR3Bõs were numbered 
TCF1L to TCF2804L and were the same as the 
TSF series except that the TR4 2138cc engine 

was also fitted.  Production began in May 1962 and 
the final TR3B, and last sidescreen Triumph ever, 
rolled out of the plant in November/December 
1962, more than a year after the first TR4 was 
produced.  Notice the overlap in production of the 

TSF and TCF versions from May to September.  
No right-hand drive versions were made since 
virtually all were shipped to North America.  The 
designation òTR3Bó initially did not have official 
Standard-Triumph sanction any more than òTR3Aó 

had done previously.  Only about 3,300 total were 
built, the rarest of any of the TR series. 

 

One of the benefits of owning a TR3B is that they 

were built using whatever leftover parts they 
could find from TR3A or TR4 stock.  It was hit 
and miss ð just get them out the door!  If there is 
something odd about your TR3B such as a strange 

part, mismatched colors or trim, or other unusual 
configuration, you can simply say, òThatõs the way 
mine came.ó  Itõs a gotcha for the concours 

judges.  Mine, for example, has no letters on the 
front apron and had a wider TR4 rear axle (since 
replaced because of wheel interference).  They 
came in only four colors: red, black, white, and 
powder blue, although Bill Piggott says that there 

may have been some green ones.  Aha!  Thatõs my 
out! 

 

Soéyou are welcome to wish the marvelous little 
Spitfire birthday wishes in 2022 but on June 27 
at exactly 11:50 am my car Emeralda will be sixty 
years young.  No cards or presents, please.  All we 
ask is this: when youõre on the road with us, please
