Tales of a Wondering Mechanic ï Jerry Gruss 

Jerry at 61 going on 62 (speed and age)  
wondering where he left his windscreen 

Alaska Summer 

Incremental Progress 
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The 2024 VTR North American Triumph Challenge was 

held in Nashville, IN, from Sept 8 ð 12, 2024.  The 

event was hosted by the Indiana Triumph Cars Club and 

was their first experience hosting a national event.  

 

The host hotel was the Abe Martin Lodge located in 

Brown County State Park.  The lodge featured 160 

rooms, a large indoor aquatic center, a full-service 

restaurant, and hiking trails and vistas.  The facility 

was built in 1932 of hand-hewn native stone and oak 

timbers cut in the park. The lodge was decorated with 

rustic log furniture and general d®cor, including a 

stuffed bear in the lobby, and is named after the Abe 

Martin newspaper gag-a-day comic strip, drawn by Kin 

Hubbard and published from 1904 until 1937 in the 

Indianapolis News and other newspapers. Originally the 

character's locality wasn't specified, but in a strip 

from February 3, 1905, he announced: "I'm goin' ter 

move ter Brown County Tewmorrow", which he did. 

 

Brown County State Park is the largest park in Indiana 

with nearly 16,000 acres of rugged hills, ridges, and 

fog-shrouded ravines.  Glaciers from the most recent 

ice ages stopped short of the park, but their 

meltwaters helped create the ridges, steep slopes, and 

deep gullies of the park.  The park has nearly 20 miles 

of twisty roads and many scenic vistas overlooking the 

forest. The north entrance to the park requires 

crossing an historic two-lane covered bridge built in 

1838, which is the oldest covered bridge in Indiana, 

and the only two-lane covered bridge in Indiana (one of 

four is the country). With a load limit of three tons, all 

RVs and vehicles towing trailers are required to use the 

west entrance to the park which has no capacity limit. 

 

This was a large VTR National Event, with over 200 

registered cars, and a final banquet attendance sold-

out at 250 people.  There was representation from 

across the United States, including Triumphs from 

Arizona and Alaska, an outside the United States with 

one attendee from Sweden (winner of the Longest 

Distance Travelled Award). 

 

The nearby town of Nashville, IN (pop. 1,250), served 

as a resource for dining, groceries, gas, and souvenirs 

while attending the convention. 

 

The schedule for this event was shifted a bit from a 

normal VTR National format where the Awards Banquet 

is held on Saturday Evening. This year, with local 

schools in session, the event began on Monday and 

concluded on Thursday evening, providing mid-week 

room rates and avoiding the weekend-only family 

visitors.  There were several guided drives and self-

guided drives, along with all the normal VTR driving 

events including Gimmick Rally, TSD Rally, Autocross, 

Funkhana, and Le Manõs Start. 

 

The Journey North 

 

Nancy and I were one of five TTR registered 

participants that caravanned from the Houston area.  

Like most long-distance events, we decided to trailer 

the TR6. We rendezvoused early Saturday morning in 

New Caney, TX, with Mike and Sallie Rouse, trailering 

their TR4, and John Barrett driving his Sports Six.  

We headed out on the ~ 1,000+ drive using the route 

developed by Mike, with a planned stay in Marion, AR, 

about 600 miles up the road.

The Gimmick Rallye began at noon, with driving 

instructions and clues provided to the driver / 

navigator teams at a tent outside the lodge.  The event 

was familiar, with about forty questions that needed to 

be answered with information that could found along 

the route.  Some of the questions required a bit of 

lateral thinkingé.for example:

The route was about 40 miles through the hilly and 

twisty roads around the park, with an estimated 90-

minute completion time.

Tuesday morning offered two events for the 

participants.  The driving event was the Time-Speed-

Distance (TSD) Rallye.  For participants not interested 

in the somewhat stressful TSD event, a guided drive to 

the Cummins Museum was offered.  It turned out that 

the Cummins Museum event had limited capacity and 

was very popular, so there were additional tours 

offered the following day. 

 

 

Cummins Museum 

 

The museum is located at the Cummins corporate 

office building in Columbus, IN, about a 20-mile drive 

from the VTR Event. Cummins Inc. is an American 

multinational corporation that manufactures and 

distributes engines, filtration, and power generation 

products, and the museum exhibit features cars, 

engines, and technology highlights of the companyõs 125

-year history.    

 

 

TSD Rallye 

 

The TSD Rally began about 10:30 and covered ~ 40-

mile route on the back roads near the event.  Like 

recent VTR TSD Rallyes, the event used the GPS-based 

Richta Rallye software for smartphones.  The software 

eliminates the need for staffed checkpoints along the 

route, and uses the GPS location, time, and distance 

information in the smartphone to calculate the 

deviation from the ideal time for each checkpoint.  The 

objective of the TSD Rallye is the sameééfollow the 

Rally driving instruction along a prescribed route, 

driving at a designated speed along the way, and arrive 

at each random checkpoint at the exact time.  

Deviations from the exact time (either early or late) 

are cumulatively tabulated for the multiple checkpoints 

to derive the final score.  One point is assigned for 

each second of deviation.  Twenty seconds (early or 

late) is a score of twenty points, and being late at one 

checkpoint cannot be offset by being early at another 

checkpoint.

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There were thirteen checkpoints in the rallye, and all 

checkpoints needed to be crossed to avoid a òDid-not-

finishó score.  The organizers had a òMercy Ruleó 

invoked that limited the deviation for each checkpoint 

to 120 points (seconds), in the event the car got lost 

and took lots of time to get back on the course.  

Overall, it was a fun event, but it required precise 

navigation to stay on course and track the cumulative 

mileage with the trip odometer.  With the Richta Rallye 

software on one phone, an average speed GPS 

speedometer on another phone, and the TR6 trip-

odometer ticking off the miles, there is a lot of 

information to process in real time while attempting to 

maintain the desired average speed.   

 

Le Mans Start 

 

The Le Manõs start was held later in the day in a large 

parking lot in the park a short drive from the lodge.  In 

previous VTR events, the Le Manõs start event required 

the participant to sprint ~ 50 ft to their car, hop in, 

buckle the seatbelt if so equipped, start the car, and 

drive ~ 100 ft to the finish line.  Based on feedback 

regarding injuries to VTR-drivers running to their cars, 

the Indiana club modified the rules slightly.  At this 

event, the driver drove the car to the staging-line 

carefully monitored by the starter, shut the car off, 

put the transmission in neutral, and put their hands in 

the air.  When the starter gave the signal, the driver 

would start the car and drive ~ 100 feet to the finish 

line.  The timing was manual with a stopwatch, and the 

best times were under 5 seconds. 

  

Back at the lodge, the car-wash equipment was 

available for participants to prepare for the concours 

event the following day.
