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December 2024 

Our clocks have changed and the weather is no longer 

ridiculously hot. Sunset is happening earlier. Soon my 

excuse for not driving the TR3 will change from òitõs 

too hotó to òitõs too coldó. In the time between, where 

the weather is perfect, I have a completely different 

reason. 

 

I worked on several Triumphs last month with some 

more unusual problems. One involved the PDWA on a 

TR6. The owner does not frequent club events because 

he has several very young children. But he often drives 

his TR6 through his neighborhood. A few weeks before 

I could visit him, he noticed his brakes were not work-

ing very well, and his master cylinder reservoir was 

empty. The only signs of leakage I could find were un-

der the PDWA. For both the front and rear reservoirs 

to be empty, there had to be a leak at the PWDA or 

master cylinder. I ordered parts and rebuilt his PDWA. 

 

The PDWA (Pressure 

Differential Warning 

Assembly or Actua-

tor) is a mechanism to 

show the driver when 

a failure has occurred 

resulting in a lowering 

of hydraulic pressure 

in the front or rear 

brake lines. This is 

accomplished by 

means of a small 

brass fixture where 

input and output of 

front and rear lines 

are connected. The 

assembly includes a sealed shuttle between the front 

and rear lines such that in normal operation the shuttle 

is stationary. If/When a failure occurs during braking, 

causing a loss in pressure, the shuttle will be forced to 

that side of the brass fixture and the movement of the 

hour-glass shaped shuttle will activate a small plastic 

switch to turn on the brake warning light. If the failure 

is on the front, the shuttle would move to the rear. If 

the failure were on the rear, the shuttle would move to 

the front. Either case, the brake failure light would 

come on. The shuttle uses small O-rings to keep the 

front and rear circuits separated. Over time, the rings 

age, crack, and leak. When they leak, the light does not 

necessarily come on, but there is evidence of leaking 

around and under the brass body as well as thru the 

plastic switch. And often, the reservoir becomes empty 

because both rings are leaking. The PDWA is one of a 

multitude of safety devices on a TR6, like seat belts 

andé 

 

After rebuilding the PDWA and installing, I was unable 

to bleed the brakes. I enlisted the help of the DeRuit-

er special designed air forced induction lid tool, to no 

avail. No fluid would come out the bleeder fittings no 

matter how hard I pumped the pedal -and the pedal 

became firm after using the aforementioned device. 

Eventually I came to the realization that this failure 

was the rubber flex lines. They appear to be original 

and will not allow fluid to go thru them. With enough 

pressure, some would weep at the entry fitting.  As 

rubber ages, it dries, cracks and flakes, occasionally 

clogging completely.   

 

Speaking of how things age, I too have cracked in a 

place previously flexible. Last week I failed to navigate 

the undulating trail on my unicycle and found myself 

walking home. An x-ray or two later revealed a broken 

femur. The femur is the largest and strongest bone in 

our body. As soon as my PCP provides a referral number 

to my new orthopedic surgeon, I will find out how they 

plan to fix it. Until then, I will not be working on Tri-

umphs. Since I am to put no weight on my left leg, I 

also will not be driving my Triumph. 

 

So, there are worse 

excuses than whether 

to not drive a Tri-

umph. Technically 

there is no difference 

between a broken hip, 

and a broken femur, 

but one sounds much 

older.
