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April 2025  Tales of a Wondering Mechanic ï Jerry Gruss 

When we were young, we learned to count. Most of 
us did anyway. Soon after that, we learned to add 
and subtract. If we were adventurous, we might 
have learned to use an abacus. As we evolved, we 
may have learned algebra and trigonometry, which 
shaped us for geometry. It may have required the 
use of a slide rule. If we were in the present mo-
ment of any engineering class, we might have 
reached our limits and involved time to understand 
differentials. We may have found use of many of the 

keys on a calculator. There was a time when dx/dt 
rolled off my tongue as if every electrical problem 
could be solved by starting with its relationship to 
time. I can no longer see what I ever might have un-
derstood about differentials. 

 

Now, when I look at a differential, I see how it 
changes time to speed. According to my calculations, 
a differential with no oil, will take little time to fail. 
In this case, the pinion has seized (in this case). Ei-
ther of the rear wheels will spin, but not the input. 
Because of the gears inside the differential, when a 
wheel spins in one direction, the opposite wheel will 
spin in the opposite direction. Basically, with the 
wheels on the ground, they will not move. Speed ap-
proaches zero as the differentials approach failure. 
The total amount of time to get to zero speed can 
be surprising. This function can be plotted on a 
graph, but is more obvious on the floor of a garage. 

One of our newest members, Carroll Pack, is learning 
about differentials the hard way. Without any histo-
ry of his car, it was obvious to me that some previ-
ous owner had also been schooled. The differential 
we removed from his TR3 was from a much older 
TR3.  

We have already sourced a slightly used more mod-
ern version, but it is still rusted together a bit. 
Hopefully by the time you read this, we will know if 
the unit can be used or repaired. Or maybe find an-
other. The time to find a replacement differential is 
directly proportional to the luck we have. Or as the 
case may be, the luck we did not have.

After the timed heats were finished the track was 

opened for additional fun runs that did not count 

towards the Challenge Trophy.

The following two pages are the results of the 

March 15, TTR vs HMGCC autocross event at the 

Houston Police Academy.   

 

Our traditional measurement for trophy purposes 

has been the club average of the individual average 

times.  In other words, a driver having multiple runs 

(up to 4) would have his/her times averaged out and 

that value would be averaged with the 4-run aver-

age of all the other drivers from that club.  I hope 

that makes sense.  This year, the TTR edged out 

the HMGCC by an average of 1.281 seconds per car 

using this method.  Again, this has traditionally 

been the final criterion for winning the coveted 

trophy. 

 

The second measurement method is to take the 

fastest individual run only for each driver (as op-

posed to the average of their 4 runs) and then av-

erage these best times for each driver for each 

club.  The first time I did the calculations it came 

out to an average of 75.899 seconds per car for 

each club.  A dead heat!  I couldnõt believe it and 

doubted that you would either!  To determine the 

òwinneró by this method, I changed the Excel 

spreadsheet to calculate out to a fourth decimal 

place and, amazingly, the TTR came out ahead by 

only 0.0001 seconds per car.  Thatõs one ten thou-

sand of a second.  Yikes! 

 

So, thatõs the official outcome and the attached 

results sheet will give you the details.  I know Iõm 

going to hear from many on this one so bring it 

on!  If anyone has any suggestions, Iõm listening.  If 

nothing else, it shows you how wonderfully òequaló 

the MGõs and Triumphs are in the big picture.

By the 

very close margin of 1.281 seconds, TTR reclaimed 

possession of the Challenge Trophy by accumulating the 

fastest average time of 77.757 seconds vs 79.038 

seconds by HMGCC.  
 

The Fastest Time of Day went to TTRõs Dusty 

Nicholson in his modified 1974 Triumph TR6 with an 

average time of 65.356. Dusty also claimed second 

place in a  1971 Triumph Spitfire with an average time 

of 66.230 seconds. Third fastest time was Peter Shaw 

in a 1972 MGB with a time of 67.358 seconds.  
 

There were several spin-outs, but no cars needed to be 

pushed off the track or towed home.  A throttle linkage 

problem with a TR6 was quickly repaired and the car was 

returned to driving status.

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The 2025 TTR driving season continued with the 29th 

running of the annual Gary Johnston Memorial 

Bluebonnet Run on March 22, 2025. This event is held 

each spring and timed to hopefully coincide with a 

location and date to enable viewing of Texas 

wildflowers, particularly bluebonnets. The usual driving 

area is north-west of Houston, into the heart of 

Bluebonnet Country. The driving event typically 

includes a pit-stop for fuel, a local tourist or historical 

site of interest, sightseeing stops for Bluebonnets and 

other wildflowers, and ends with a group lunch.  

Sometimes there has been an optional refreshment 

stop on the return route. The event is named after 

Gary Johnston, a very active and energetic TTR 

member and officer in the late 80õs - early 90õs who 

died in 1991 while co-piloting a corporate aircraft in 

Borneo.  

  

This was the second official TTR drive in 2025 

following the successful Polar Bear Run in January. The 

TTR turnout for this event was very large and again 

reflected the desire to get out and drive our cars, 

enjoy the weather, see the wildflowers, and do some 

socializing.

This year the drive began with a Meet-Up at the Chick-

fil-A restaurant on West Road, in the Jersey Village 

area of Houston, a convenient launch point for the 

2025 Gary Johnston Bluebonnet Run 

  

Bluebonnets in Texas 

  

Texas designated the bluebonnet as the official 

state flower in 1901. Bluebonnet flowers were 

named for the blue color and sunbonnet-shaped 

petals. 

  

Bluebonnets are not  just the state flower - Texas 

has also designated an official bluebonnet tartan, 

bluebonnet city (Ennis, Texas), bluebonnet trail 

(also in Ennis), bluebonnet festival (Chappell Hill 

Bluebonnet Festival), and bluebonnet flower song.

Meetup location - Chick-fil-A on Highway 290 
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drive. The site has a large parking area for the event 

staging and socializing, and coffee and snacks inside 

for those wanting to top-up before heading out.  By 

design, the meet-up location was scheduled by TTR 

Breakfast Coordinator John Barrett to be very close to 

the TTR Saturday breakfast meeting, so many of the 

participants already had one TTR event under their 

belt before starting the Bluebonnet drive.
