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June 2025  Tales of a Wondering Mechanic ï Jerry Gruss 

Two months ago, I introduced new member Carroll 
Pack. He joined our club shortly after his first new 
failure, shortly after purchasing his second TR3A. 
Decades ago, his first TR3 was totaled by his sister. 
His new TR3 really failed before he purchased it, 
but not as drastically until after he drove it around 
the block. He became an instant member of the non-
exclusive òI locked up a differentialó club, entitled 
to all the honors and benefits accruing thereto. 

 

Carroll met TTR member #132 during the purchase 
of his new TR3, who suggested he join our TTR club. 
Our membership chair, #010 was the next member 
he met. It was soon suggested he call me, member 
#448 to repair his TR3. His first failure, a leaky 
fuel fitting, was repaired before his Lockheed dif-
ferential locked up. Lockheed differentials were in-
stalled on earlier cars, but many have been replaced 
with updated Girling units, as equipped on later cars. 
Someone swapped an earlier Lockheed unit into his 
later car. Member #580 was next to get involved, 
since he is the only differential rebuilder I know. 
Luckily, member #010 had a complete early Girling 
differential unit sitting in storage, that could be re-
worked. 

 

Once member #580 reconditioned the differential, 
members #448 and #580 wasted no time installing 
it. The donor Girling 10ó drums were rusted beyond 
repair, but the Lockheed drums on the new TR3 
were fine. Not all Lockheed units use 10ó drums. His 
Lockheed 9ó drums would not fit on the newly rebuilt 
10ó Girling system. Only the very early Girling units 
used 10ó drums. All the usual suspects show the 10ó 

drums (compatible between Girling and Lockheed) to 
be not available. This slight oversight went unno-
ticed until most everything else was assembled and 
ready for the brakes to be tested.  

 

We needed to source some rare 10ó drums. I imme-
diately called distant (trying not be be) member 
#489 who claimed to be fresh out of sacred TR3 
relics, but suggested we call member #002 and/or 
member #132. We left a voice message request on 
member #002 answering machine, undoubtably still 

using tape as a medium. Member #132 suggested we 
call previous member #618, because we all know that 
once you are a member, we have always got your 
number. He had a used set, so member #580 set out 
to get them -a mere sixty miles away on the opposite 
side of Houston.  

 
By the time I got home that evening, member #002 
had returned my call. He had a Lucas branded new 
set of 10ó drums, still in plastic bags in the original 
boxes. These are probably the only new set in the 
country. No worry about tariff implications since a 
mutual agreement is in place between Sugar Land 

Jerry at 61 going on 62 (speed and age)  wonder-
ing where he left his windscreen

and Conroe and any trade deficit is considered ac-
ceptable. The used drum set that member #580 had 
from member #618 needed resurfaced, so I opted 
to install the new ones and proceed with the work. 

 

Our next stopping point was when we discovered 
that someone had installed incorrectly threaded lug 
nuts. Rather than rethread the Girling studs, Carroll 
decided to get a set of all new correct nuts. The 
locked-up Lockheed differential is now resting with 
member #661, since his TR2 may one day need some 
of its parts. 

 

Finally, after several visits and interventions from 
several members, Carroll was able to drive his new 
TR3 around the block again. I watched, waited, and 
listened for his successful return so I would have a 
picture. As luck would have it, he drove another 10 
miles before the engine overheated. This member 
will be visiting that member again very soon.

The Battle of the Brits Golf Tournament ð aka the Triumphant Triumphsõ Rout (TTR) 

Bespoke òTriumph Piston Putt-Putterófabricated by 
TTR member Randy DeRuiter for the 2023 
Regional Funkhana Event hosted by TTR 
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June 2025  

The tournament follows a òscrambleó format, or as my 

father and fellow golfers in UK more accurately named 

it: a òfour ball, better balló.  Each player on a team tees 

off, they jointly select the best drive / resultant lie, 

and each plays his/her second shot from there. This 

selection process repeats after each subsequent shot 

with each player then hitting/putting from the same 

spot. (On three-person teams, the fourth shot rotates 

between the three.) The MG vs Triumph event adds a 

couple of extra rules either to speed up play: maximum 

strokes on any hole are two over its par (aka a òdouble 

bogeyó) and lost ball searches have a three-minutes 

limit, and for some equalization to mitigate the impact 

of òringersó: each team must use at least two drives 

from each player. 

Jersey Meadows is a flat course with generally wide 

fairways and a somewhat forgiving rough but with holes 

also frequently both bordered and/or traversed by 

water ð several players offered sacrifices to the water 

gods. Water levels were seasonally down allowing some 

òlostó balls to be recovered from the other òbirdiesó 

but the presence of snakes ð venomous or not ð (I 

noted two at different ponds, one was checking out my, 

visible but now submerged, ball) necessitated caution. 

 

The two-legged visitors were more deadly closer to the 

greens. The sole MG team came in at one under par; the 

first two Triumph teams came in at par and one under 

par and the MG vipers smelled victory. This may be an 

apt time to mention last yearõs event when two teams, 

one each: Triumph and MG, tied with equal low scores. 

The tournament was to be decided by (what, as a 

member of both clubs, I can thus attest was how it was 

perceived:) shenanigans; i.e. the team would win that 

did best on a given hole, which the MG organizers 

selected and ð coincidentally ð MG team won!?

Well, its been a while since I sent 
an update on life in Israel. For the 

most part it has been pretty calm 
the last six months. 

 

Since the ceasefire with 
Hezbollah in November, we had no 

missile warnings until just recently 
from the Houthiõs. Still, once 

every week or two is much better 
than daily.  Other than that, life 

has returned to being pretty 
normal. 

 

In November, we celebrated 

Thanksgiving with family and 
friends. Yes, you can even buy 

turkeys here. We introduced our 
Israeli family and friends to the 

delicacies of cornbread, stuffing, 
jalapeno cornbread, turkey and 

pecan pie. Everyone is ready for 
next year. I would have introduced 

them to American football, but 
even the early games donõt start 

until 9:30 in the evening. 

 

In a strange bit of timing 
Hanukkah started on December 

25th this year. In Haifa, we have 
both Christmas and Hanukkah 

decorations ð especially in the old 
German Quarter of the city. I 

didnõt take any pictures, but I will 
for next year. 

 

In February I came to the US for 
a business trip but managed to 
squeeze in a TTR Breakfast ð of 

course the highlight of the trip! 

 

Joel has moved to an apartment in 

a town named Herzliyam about an 
hour south of us. He is working 

there for now and he finally got 

his callup into the Army. He is to 
start his training in November. 

After all the evaluations and 
tests, it looks as though he will be 

going into Army Intelligence (Yes, 
cue the jokes). 

 

Since life has calmed down, it is 
now possible to travel in all the 

parts of Israel. Jordan and

This year 50 names were added to 

the roll.  Then, that night at 
sundown, Independence Day 

starts. It is said in Israel that 
those who have died, by their 

sacrifice, have commanded us to 
live ð which Independence day 

signifies. I like the confluence of 
the two holidays together. 

 

Moving on to May, Orit and I 

participated in the Spring Rally of 
the 5 Club. The 5 Club is Israelõs 

Antique Car Collector Club. In 
Israel, we have just one club for 

all marques, but several meeting 
points every weekend throughout 

the country.

the Israeliõs to identify where the 

Syrian tanks and artillery were 
located, because they were behind 

the only stands of trees in the 
mountains. Other than those 

trees, the mountain tops were 
bare, making them stand out.

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June 2025  Concours Articles Compilation - Overview 

One of the standard elements of a Regional and 

National Event is the Concours d'Elegance.  That is a 

French term for a car show where the cars are judged 

within a class, to a standard set of criteria, and 

assigned a score. The actual mechanics of how that 

process works, and how to prepare a car to obtain the 

highest possible score possible is sometimes viewed as 

a black-art. 

 

To help shed some light on the overall subject, I 

combed the Bluebonnet archives for previous articles 

that had been written on this topic.  I recalled, when 

digitizing the hardcopy issues, seeing a series of 

articles co-written by Don Carter and Jeff Harris 

specifically describing, and prescribing, how the 

process works and how to prepare your car for a show. 

 

As background for the newer TTR Members, Don 

Carter and Jeff Harris were past presidents of TTR 

(1992-1995 and 2000-2003 respectively), and Jeff was 

later the Editor of The Bluebonnet, garnering multiple 

national VTR Awards for his efforts.  Moreover, Don 

Carter was the resident TTR concours guru, showcased 

by the restoration of his white 1974 TR6 that won 

Best of Show at the 1993 VTR National Event in 

Seattle, WA, in a field of 400 cars with only two 

deductions. Don maintained the car to a high standard, 

moving on to win Senior and Preservation Class Awards, 

and later the George Rabey Preservation Award in 

2011. The quality of the restoration is evidenced by the 

fact that the car recently won a Preservation Award at 

the 2025 VTR Regional Event, 32 years later, with over 

390 points! 

 

So, my plan is to rerun the full series of five articles 

from Jeff and Don to again share their wisdom.  The 

Concours rules were changed slightly in 2014, so I will 

be using the latest posted VTR score sheet in the 

articles, vs the 1994 rules posted in the original 

articles.  The changes are small, but the message 

regarding car preparation and details remain the same. 

 

Following the historical articles, I will continue the 

Concours Collection with a series of original articles 

showing some of the details and tricks used to prepare 

Nancyõs TR6 for judging, much of it based on feedback 

from the VTR Chief Judge on scores received at the 

2024 VTR National Event in Nashville, IN.

Just put in a high torque starter.  

 

A lead up to the starter issue was 

that Jerry Gruss was helping me 

with some brake and turn signal 

issues and after he was finished I 

decided to start the car while he 

was there. Surprisingly it was 

having trouble turning the engine 

over. Thatõs when he told me my 

starter was going bad. Jerry 

recommended replacing the original 

with a newer design high torque 

starter since itõs smaller and 

lighter. That was a good choice, 

however the installation was no easy 

task.  

 

My car has  headers, and they 

didnõt give enough room for the old 

starter to come out. So, I had to 

remove the carbs and intake 

manifold, and drop the headers to 

provide the necessary clearance.  

 

After doing some research, the 

starter was sourced from BPNW 

after hearing about starter 

difficulties from other vendors. 

The starter was correctly aligned 

out of the box for a TR4, and no 

clocking adjustment was needed. 

 

The most difficult part of the job 

was trying to tighten the top 

starter bolt because it is very close 

to the firewall and the curve of the 

tunnel.  I managed to do it with a 

combination wrench, but had to 

slide it down between the 

accelerator pedal bracket on the 

firewall.
