During the last two monthly meetings we have dis-

cussed the financial analysis that our Treasurer, Mike 

Rouse, reported.

During those recent 

years we have been spending slightly more than we have 

been taking in. As Mike proposed during the August & 

September meetings, there are few opportunities to 

reduce our spending unless we want to eliminate one or 

more of the events/activities that our members have 

grown to appreciate and value. The first event that was 

examined was the Autocross and it was determined 

that increasing the entry from $30 to $35 per driver 

will make it self-sustaining. The other important topic 

was the question of whether it is appropriate to con-

sider increasing the TTR annual dues. This topic was 

tabled, and it was agreed that it will be back on the 

agenda for discussion at the November meeting. BTW, 

our dues have been the same at $30 per year for over 

23 years (February 2002). A big thanks to Mike Rouse 

for his service as our treasurer, and for keeping these 

kind of matters in front of our members.

From the President é  
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October  2025  Tales of a Wondering Mechanic ï Jerry Gruss 

If you have been riding along with my documentation 
of Carrollõs perpetually problematic TR3, we have 
better news. Perhaps even better luck. Last month 
ended with him needing a water pump and throttle 
linkage (because a rebuilt differential, rear brakes, 
tires, and valve job were not enough). After in-
stalling those, his newly rebuilt temperature gauge 
stopped working within minutes. But he was able to 
drive the TR3 a few miles. The TR3 did make it back 
to his house under its own power, without boiling 
over. But barely. According to two other gauges that 
work, the head temperature was 230 degrees. The 
engine would have to cool down. A few weeks later, I 
would visit again.  

 

Just to be sure we did not have a huge air bubble in 
the head causing the overheating, we refilled the 
system with antifreeze. We also installed an electric 
temporary temperature gauge with a sending unit so 
the original gauge could be sent off for repairs 
(again). The electric gauge required a 10v source, or 
in this case a -10v regulator since this car is still 
positive ground. I jerry-rigged one of those and Car-
roll was able to drive another five miles or so, be-
fore the gauge pegged. Since I calibrated the gauge 
in boiling water, we knew the gauge could be trusted, 
and the head temperature matched both our IR 
gauges. He needed a new radiator. Assuming each 
new problem constitutes a new chapter, I have lost 
count of the chapters in his saga. 

 

Replacing the radiator in a TR3 involves removing 
the bumper so the grill can be removed. The grill 
must be removed to remove the apron, after discon-
necting the headlights and turn signals. Suffice to 
say, it is not a simple task, but we managed to get 
the apron off, swap the radiator out, replace the 
hoses and get the apron back on in a day. And we 
tested the newly rebuilt gauge in boiling water, along 
with the thermostat, while it was apart. We started 
the engine and let it come up to operational temper-
ature -as-indicated on the gauge. We checked for 
leaks, and I held my breath as Carroll headed off 
for another test drive. 

 

 

Jerry at 61 going on 62 (speed and age)  wonder-

Carroll with his new TR3 Radiator 
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Carroll went the same route as he did when it over-
heated last time. As I watched him pull away, I re-
membered how easily I can get caught up in the mo-
ment, because I did not check all his lights and one 
brake light was not working. The drive seemed to 
take a lot longer this time. I was relieved when I fi-
nally heard the TR3 coming around the corner. Noth-
ing appeared to be leaking. No steam was coming out. 
The left blinker was blinking faster than expected, 
but the engine sounded good. The temperature gauge 
stayed at 180 degrees for the entire trip.  

 

All was right with the world. 

 

The wiring to one headlight needed some attention 
before it functioned properly. One rear turn signal 
needed a new bulb. Replacing a bulb in a bee-hive 

style fixture often results in the rubber gasket fall-
ing apart, and the need for a replacement fixture. 
Luckily, he already had a new one and I installed it. 
The three screws to secure the fixture stripped out, 
but luckily, I had something that would work. The 
brake light also needed a new bulb, but more im-
portantly, it needed to be wired properly. And then, 
just as suddenly as night turns to day, we were done. 

 

He has since driven the car another 50 miles, includ-
ing the part where he drives back to his driveway and 
parks it in the garage.  

 

My question now: Is his TR3 Saga over, or has it just 
begun?

On the latter, when documenting Nancyõs car, I no-
ticed some interesting straps that were used back in 
the 1970õs and earlier, that performed the function 
that zip-ties provide today.  I jumped down a rabbit 
hole to learn about the straps, and found that they 
came in four sizes, and were used in multiple places, 
particularly in the engine compartment in 
TR2,3,4,5,250, and 6 models.  Iõve concluded that 
the original style straps are no longer produced, and 
the replacement straps offered by the Triumph 
parts vendors are a completely different shape. So, 
Iõve been experimenting with various techniques in 
my craft workshop to produce an authentic replica 
of the original ties, and will report further if I am 
successful in reproducing the presently unobtainable 
ties for serious concours restorations. 

 

Speaking of rabbit holesé..a while back (a long while 
back) during my web searches of Triumph cars, I 
came across a site that had a large registry of TR6 

cars from around the world.  It was a collection of 
over 1,200 cars in table format that included regis-
tration number, color code, ownerõs name and coun-
try code, and a few other elements.  I thought it 
might be fun to mine the data to see what infor-
mation might be derived regarding distribution of 
the many available TR6 colors (there are many col-
ors), percentage of overdrive TR6s through the 
years, and other potentially interesting trivia that 
might not have been discovered or reported.  Alt-
hough the data is largely complete, sample size is 
unfortunately skewed by year, requiring a more de-
tailed analysis to compensate for the sample skew. 
Iõll dive into it and report the findings in a future 
issue.  Also, if there are any statisticians reading 
this, Iõll be glad to share the registry data for inde-
pendent analysis.
