About my water pump.  While researching 

sources for replacement or rebuild I found nu-
merous positive reports on 6-Pack from Triumph 
owners who had sourced their rebuilds from 
Flying Dutchman in Oregon. The reported ad-
vantage is that the OEM 4 blade impeller is re-

placed with a curved 6 blade unit that performs 

more efficiently, especially at idle & low rpms. I 
sent mine off to Wade at Flying Dutchman last 
week and he told me that the finished pump was 
sent my way yesterday. Iõm eager to see if my 
temp gauge authenticates that idle/low rpm 
claim. Iõll report back after I reinstall the pump 

and test drive.  

 

You wonõt read about it in this issue, but many 
thanks go out to David Fowler, Dave Smith, 
Mike Woodward, and Mike Hado for organizing 
the joint TTR / MG display at this yearõs Hou-

ston AutoRama. Stay tuned for the report and 
plenty of pictures in the January Bluebonnet.

The Triumph ownership experience is difficult to ex-

plain. Driving a Triumph is comparable to much, but en-

tirely a personal experience. One of my imaginary in-

ternet friends once explained it like this: When I ar-

rive at place where people are outside to see me, in a 

modern car, like my TR6, I feel like I have òarrivedó. 

When I arrive at the same event in my TR3, I feel like 

I have once again cheated death. 

 

John Baguley recently purchased a TR3 from the Eric 

Schuman collection to add to his fleet of Triumphs. I 

never asked why, but assume the experience only gets 

better with age and repetition. Eric spent years re-

storing and driving his TR3, but since his passing he 

has been unable to give it the requisite attention. Re-

gardless, the car was in great shape when parked. 

 

John has experience with Triumphs that have been in 

isolation. He wasted no time finding leaks, replacing 

failed seals, renewing various fluids, and testing the 

abilities of his ònewó Triumph. Short test trips included 

club breakfasts. On a cool clear Autum afternoon on 

the second Saturday of the month he fueled up for a 

drive across town to the TTR meeting at Lenõs house. 

 

I was drinking a beer in Lenõs driveway kicking the tires 

of a revived Spitfire when I heard the familiar sound 

of a TR3 horn as it rounded the corner into the subdi-

vision. It was not accompanied by the usual engine 

sounds. Lotus was in the driver seat while John, and a 

complete stranger, were pushing it from behind. The 

engine was not running. Lotus was smiling. 

 

This travelling mechanic is accustomed to going to oth-

er peoples houses and working on nonrunning cars, but 

rarely am I at another house and someone pushes their 

car to me. I met the TR3 trio at the closest available 

shaded parking spot on the street in time to hear Lotus 

commanding her two-man-powered TR3 to stop. She 

had never driven a TR3 and was unaware of the location 

of the brake pedal or how to use it. 

 

The TR3 was instantly attacked by a mob of fellow club 

members eager to show their appreciation for the ex-

perience. In less time than Siri could set a timer, or AI 

could summarily list all the possible faults, John had a 

loaner electric fuel pump installed and the TR3 was 

prepared for the rest of the day including the half 

hour trip back home. The scene reminded me of the 

ending of Charlie Browns Christmas where his mates 

descend upon the twig of a tree and decorate it; where 

all you see is hands in the air frantically moving. Then 

they all stand back and relish the outcome. I did not 

even have time to ask someone to hold my beer.

After a delightful drive through the forest along High-

way 149, the first stop was a scheduled rest and fuel 

stop in Huntsville, TX. 

 

Following the rest stop, the cars prepared to head out 

on the next leg.  Upon startup, Hal Sharpõs TR6 emit-

ted a howling squeal from under the hood.  After in-

spection by resident mechanic Mike Hado, it was deter-

mined that the noise was from a failed alternator bear-

ing.  The alternator was an aftermarket GM unit, but 

calls to several local auto-parts stores did not yield a 

replacement, and a spare Lucas alternator carried by 

one of the participants was not a suitable replacement 

due to changes in the wiring harness. 

 

And so, the only alternative was to call a tow-truck for 

the ~ 75 mile ride back to their home base.  As bad as 

the situation was, it was exacerbated by the fact that 

this breakdown and delay qualified for the TTR Rubber 

Chicken Award, which will be awarded at a forthcoming 

event.

The Goodman home was originally built in 1859 as a one-

story, four-room house, and it was established on a nine

-acre wooded parcel of land. It was known as Bonnie 

Castle by its first owner and occupant, Samuel Gallatin 

Smith. Over the years the house was remodeled sever-

al times and the last owner bequeathed the Goodman-

LeGrand estate (the land, home and furnishings) to the 

City of Tyler, with instructions to maintain the historic 

family home and to keep it open as a public museum. 

The City of Tyler officially took ownership in 1940 and 

it operates as a public museum today.

The museum honors the millions of patriotic men and 

women who have distinguished themselves in aviation in 

all branches of the military as well as civilian aviation. 

The museum also showcases technological achievements 

through the years. 

 

Inside the building the space was packed with displays 

of aviation models, memorabilia, and annotated photo-

graphs. 

 

Outside there are about a dozen decommissioned air-

craft dating from WWII through the 1970õs, with vin-

tage fighter jets including F-100, F-104, F-111, and an F

¶ TTR Post Office Box ð Mike Hado ð made a recommendation to allow the TTR post office box rental 

agreement to lapse when the current agreement expires in June 2026.  M/S/A. 

 

¶ TTR Annual Dues Increase ð Hal Sharp- refreshed members recall of Mike Rouseõ dues analysis that was 

presented in a previous 2025 monthly meeting that revealed that the current dues ($30) are not providing 

enough revenue to cover annual expenses. He recommended raising the annual dues to $40 per family 

membership based on that analysis. After some discussion there was M/S/A to increase annual dues to $40 

beginning January 1, 2026, with existing members paying the increase when they renew in May.
